The Nicholson Heritage Association
spearheaded an effort to request the
United States Postal Service (USPS) to
issue a commemorative stamp for the
100t anniversary of the Nicholson
Bridge, also known as th&unkhannock
Viaduct. This construction and
engineering marvel will celebrate its
centennial in November 2015

The USPS receives stamp
recommendati ons fr
Stamp Advisory Committee (CSAC).
CSAC suggests that subjects be
submitted at least three years in
advance of the proposed date of issue.
If a proposed subject is determined not
to violate CSACOs
Committee then considers all new
proposals and takes one of two actions:
g ®jects ¢the mew proposal or sets it
aside forfuture consideration. If the
proposal is rejected, it may be
resubmitted, but no sooner than one
year after the rejection date. More
